MARRIAGE DOES MATTER
(part I)

In a nation where half the marriages end in
divorce, the number of children living in single
parent homes continues to escalate, bringing with
it new social challenges that are impacting our
future as a society. But does it make a difference
to our children whether or not they are raised in a
single or two parents household? The fact that
God chose for the Son to be born and grow up in
the bosom of a family speaks loudly to the
importance of marriage and family. As Catholics
we often look upon the Holy Family as our role
model, with two loving parents enduring
sacrifices, suffering, hard work, and even exile to
provide a secure home for the family. Raising
children in today's world is not without serious
challenges, which are further aggravated when
families are headed by a single parent. Far too
often in our communities we see single parents,
mostly mothers, struggling to provide their
children with adequate housing, food, healthcare,
and clothing. The truth is many single mothers can
barely make ends meet and are often forced to
work two jobs to support their families. We
should support and applaud the often heroic
efforts of single-parent families. At the same time,
we also emphasize the value of parents staying
together and sacrificing to raise children. Children
generally do best when they have the love and
support, personal and material, of both their
parents.
