Saint of the Week- Thursday, Jan. 17

— St. Anthony, abbot— His life was almost
like that of St. Francis of Assisi, with the only
difference that St. Anthony lived around 251-
356 AD, 1000 years
earlier than Francis.
When he was 20
Anthony withdrew in
the solitude of the
Egyptian desert. At 54,
he responded to the
many requests of
founding a sort of monastery of scattered cells —
just as Francis started the Franciscan order. At
60, he was almost killed during the renewed
Roman persecution of 311, while helping
prisoners. At 88 he was fighting the Arian
heresy that denied the divinity of Christ.
Anthony died in solitude, at 105. Even the
Roman emperor, Constantine wrote to him,
asking him for his prayers. Anthony said:

“Don’t be surprised that the emperor writes to
me —he’s just another man, as | am. But be
astounded that God should have written to us,
and that he has spoken to us by his Son.”
