July’s Liturgy at a Glance 
   The first Sunday of this month starts by making 
a call to freedom in order to save Christ who 
liberated us through his blood. After accepting the 
mission and the commission there is a call to do 
good to all, not out of obligation, but of love and 
conviction. The passage of the 16th Sunday on 
Martha and Mary places emphasis on hospitality 
as the most genuine Christian virtue. Lastly the 
17th Sunday calls us to conversion through prayer 
and to become all God wants of us in the profound 
conviction that we are children of God and, 
therefore brothers and sisters to all.  
   All these readings represent a cycle of 
deepening into the meaning of Christian life that 
will be repeated throughout the year in the 
different liturgical seasons but that, during 
Ordinary Time, provides a special occasion to 
apply the teachings to daily life. 
   Summer is also a great opportunity to give 
public witness to the faith through the Eucharistic 
celebrations in streets and neighborhoods. It is 
also a time for pilgrimages and patronal festivities 
and open air celebrations. Faith goes out into the 
streets in the summer. 
   Chile and Colombia celebrate Mary this month 
under the advocations of Carmen and 
Chiquinquirá. Here, in the United States the feast 
of Independence is celebrated on the 4th. This is a 
good time to thank God for freedom and to 
commit to work for freedom and justice for all.

Planning meeting- Mon., July 2nd, 6:30 PM in 
classroom #5.   
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Is a divorced person excommunicated from the 
Church? - No. A Catholic is not excommunicated 
when he or she is divorced. A divorced person is 
fully and completely a member of the Church. 
Can a divorced person receive communion? - 
Yes. There is nothing in itself that prevents a 
divorced Catholic from receiving the Eucharist 
and the Sacrament of Penance. In fact, now more 
than ever, you need the sacraments and the 
acceptance and love from the Church.  
Does that mean a divorced and remarried 
Catholic can receive communion, too? - No. 
Although not excommunicated, a Catholic who 
remarries without an annulment may not receive 
Communion. 
Why should a person go through the 
annulment process? - There are many reasons. 
First of all, every Catholic has a right to know 
their canonical status in the Church. Secondly, the 
process can be a profoundly healing experience—
healing within one’s self, with the Church, with 
significant others in one’s life and above all with 
the Lord. Knowing that you tried everything 
possible regarding that specific relationship is the 
first step for healing your heart and soul.
