QUESTIONS FOR REFLECTION 
The parable of the rich man and Lazarus is blunt: 
how the rich man spends the afterlife was 
determined in this life by his lack of concern for the 
poor man “lying at his door.” We tend to talk about 
the poor globally and in abstract terms. Here “the 
poor” is presented as an individual with a name 
lying at a doorstep. Now is the time to bridge 
whatever gap exists between those in need and 
ourselves.  After death the divide is impassable and 
our eternity is set.  So, now is our time: Who is lying 
at our door?   
 
Question for adults: 
Who is the Lazarus on my doorstep that I fail to see? 
What is my greatest poverty? 
 

Question for youth: 
For what things am I thankful to God? 
 
 

Oct. 4 – St. Francis of Assisi – One of the 
most beloved saints venerated by the Catholic 
Church is Francis, born in Assisi, Italy in 1181. A 
joyful young man, 
initially he worked with 
his father as a merchant 
but soon opted for a life 
of poverty and sacrifice. 
With 12 companions he 
founded the Order of 
Friars Minor (later 
called the Franciscans), 
a new religious family 
that multiplied so fast 
that in just 10 years it had over 5,000 members. He 
later established with St. Clare, the Order of Poor 
Ladies or Clares. Together with St. Dominic, Francis 
renewed Christianity during their time through 
preaching and most importantly through example. 
He is the patron saint of ecologists and Italy. Do 
you have the courage to leave everything you have 
to follow the call of God?

Stewardship & New 2007 IRS 
Changes 

Soon, you will receive the financial report for 
the past fiscal year. Please know how grateful I 
am for your financial support. Months ago we 
published the changes in the Internal Revenue 
Service code that affect the deductibility of cash 
donations to all non-profits, including ourselves. 
This is another reminder that effective Jan. 1, 
2007, every person wishing to deduct 
contributions to a parish on his or her tax return 
must have either a bank record or a written 
acknowledgment from the parish in order to 
claim a deduction for the donation. We are 
already using ParishSoft program to track each 
cent of your donation and you will receive a 
letter at the end of the year. We encourage all 
parishioners to do the following. First, use 
parish envelopes for your contributions, since 
we track them as stated above. Second, use 
checks for your donations. Using a check gives 
you a banking record as well. Third, you can use 
Electronic Funds Transfers (EFT). This allows 
you to have a banking record showing your 
contributions. More about EFT next weekend’s 
bulletin.
