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Question for Reflection

Saints and Special  
Observances 
August 6 – The Transfigura-
tion of the Lord –Celebrated by 
the 5th century East Syrians, this 
feast was inserted into the gen-
eral calendar in 1457 by Pope 
Callistus III to celebrate the de-
feat announced in Rome on Au-
gust 6, of the Turks at Belgrade. This date oc-
curs 40 days before the feast of the Triumph of 
the Cross (Sep. 14). 

August 8 – St. Dominic, 1170-1221. Born in old 
Castile, Spain, he was trained for the priesthood 
by a priest-uncle. He founded the Order of 
Preachers (numbering some 6,550 religious), an 
elective, fraternal form of community life de-
voted to contemplation, through preaching. He 
sought to bring Albigensians (or the Cathars) 
back into the Church through preaching and liv-
ing evangelical poverty. The Cathars believed 
that all matter is evil, hence they denied the In-
carnation and sacraments. He was canonized in 
1234.
