Saint of the Week 
August 14 – St. Maximilian 
Mary Kolbe died in 1941 at 
Auschwitz by lethal injec-
tion; born near Lods, Poland, 
he became a Conventual 
Franciscan. He founded Mili-
tia of Mary Immaculate and 
was a missionary in Japan, founding a maga-
zine in Japanese in just few months after his 
arrival. His printing house in Poland was the 
largest in the nation! He was imprisoned by the 
Nazi because he saved many Jewish people, 
giving them false baptismal certificates, thus 
saving their lives. He even hid them in the rec-
tory. He offered his life in exchange for the fa-
ther of the family, who outlived the war and 
was present at his canonization with his family 
and children.

The Assumption of the 
Blessed Virgin Mary  

Fri., Aug. 15th- Holy Day of 
Obligation.  The Natale or 
Dormitio (“Falling-asleep”) of Mary 
came to be celebrated as early as the 5th 
century in the East and in Rome. This 
feast is the patroness of France, Para-
guay, Jamaica, South Africa, and New 
Caledonia. 
    The feast of the Assumption is a 
Holy Day of Obligation. Our Masses are 
as follows: the Vigil, on Thursday, Aug. 
14, at 5:00 PM and Friday, Aug. 15, at 
9:00 AM. Please make sure to set time 
aside to celebrate such an important feast 
of our Church. 

Music in Liturgy of the Mass (Part 1)  
On November 14, 2007, the Committee on Divine Worship of the 
United States Conference of Catholic Bishops (USCCB) approved 
new guidelines for music in the Mass. The document, “Sing to the 
Lord: Music in Divine Worship” states: “God has bestowed upon 
his people the gift of song. God dwells within each human person, 
in the place where music takes its source. Indeed, God, the giver 
of song, is present whenever his people sing his praises. By its 
very nature song has both an individual and a communal dimen-
sion. Thus, it is no wonder that singing together in church ex-
presses so well the sacramental presence of God to his people. 
This common, sung expression of faith within liturgical celebra-
tions strengthens our faith when it grows weak and draws us into 
the divinely inspired voice of the Church at prayer. Faith grows 
when it is well expressed in celebration. Good celebrations can 
foster and nourish faith. Poor celebrations may weaken it. Good 
music makes the liturgical prayers of the Christian community 
more alive and fervent so that everyone can praise and beseech the 
Triune God more powerfully, more intently and more effectively. 
Participation must also be external, so that internal participation 
can be expressed and reinforced by actions, gestures, and bodily 
attitudes, and by the acclamations, responses, and singing. The 
quality of our participation in such sung praise comes less from 
our vocal ability than from the desire of our hearts to sing together 
of our love for God.”
