 FIRST COMMUNION SUNDAY 
Today 21children are going to receive their First Communion. Easter is a time 
filled with references to the Eucharist. This is a good time to reflect about the 
Eucharist, which is the focal point in the life of a Catholic. Before you bring 
your child to the church or Faith Formation classes, ask yourselves about your 
family meals. Do you have a tradition of eating together? How do you share? Tell children stories of 
the meals Jesus shared with his friends, for example when he multiplied the bread and fishes, the disci-
ples of Emmaus, and the meals he shared with friends after the resurrection. Tell them of the supper 
Jesus shared with his disciples/friends before his death. Jesus loves his friends so much; he wishes to 
remain with them, inside them, forever. Who do they love so much that they would give them every-
thing or give up everything for them? Who loves them so much, they would give up everything for 
them? Teach the children the prayer prior to receiving Communion: Lamb of God, you take away the 
sins of the world, have mercy on us; Lamb of God, you take away the sins of the world, grant us peace.
