 Then the father became seriously ill. 

The mother called the son and told him he had 

better come soon. The son walked sheepishly 

into the hospital room. The father motioned 

his son to him and whispered: “Did you ever 

think you could do anything that would keep 

me from loving you?” 

 Resentment and anger are foul things, 

the first reading from Sirach tells us. 

Remember the last things. Stop hating. Live 

by the commandments. As St. Paul writes to 

the Romans, we are to live for the Lord and 

die for the Lord. 

 For us Americans on the tenth 

anniversary of September 11, 2001, 

forgiveness still does not come easily. Yet 

Jesus’ parable in today’s Gospel reminds us of 

God’s compassion. The immense sin of 

humanity has been forgiven and stricken from 

the record. We are to forgive others in the 

same way. © Copyright, J. S. Paluch Co.

Our Lady of 
Sorrows- 
Sept. 15th 

      Formerly known as the 

Seven Sorrows of Mary, 

this memorial was started by the Servite 

Friars out of their devotion to Mary (1668).  

In 1814, Pius VII extended the celebration to 

the whole Western Church in commemoration 

of the sufferings he had endured during his 

captivity in France.  The seven sorrows are;  

Simeon’s prophecy at the presentation of 

Jesus in the temple, the flight into Egypt, the 

disappearance of the boy Jesus in Jerusalem, 

the road to Calvary, the crucifixion, the 

removal from the cross, and the entombment.   

      “God, in whom all grace does dwell; 

Grant us grace to ponder well; On the 

Virgin’s dolors seven; On the wounds to Jesus 

given” (from the hymn Summae Deus 

clementiae).  (living with Christ, Sept. 2011).
